Bodega Del Abad: Drawing inspiration from the ancient Carracedo Monastery, 
Bodega del Abad (The Abbot’s winery) produces some of the best Godello and 
Mencia wines in the privileged wine region of D.O. Bierzo. With 40 hectares of 
Godello and Mencia vineyards, the winery uses state-of-the-art technology, 
minimal intervention, and sustainable vineyard practices to produce wines that 
show their unique terroir and share the tradition and culture of the Bierzo region. 

Abad dom Bueno translates to The Good Abbot. The Abbot or headmaster was 
also responsible for the vineyards and winemaking.  The winery’s logo is a small 
circular window from the most important room in the monastery, “La cocina de la 
Reina” or the Queen’s kitchen.     

 

Tasting notes: Pale salmon color with hues of orange.  The nose has intense 
aromas of cherries and strawberries and a fresh palate that is light with a 
persistent finish.
